- Original invoice

-  EUR.1  or  EURO-MED  movement certificate.

-  Packing list for shipments contain more than two packages.

EUR.1 or   EURO-MED  certificates can be replaced  by an original invoice with exporter declaration.

When the invoice declaration is made by an approved exporter, the authorization number of the approved 

Exporter must be entered, and the delimitation of 6000 Euro does not apply.

Approved exporters are authorized not to sign the declaration.

When export declaration is not made by an approved exporter, for a single shipment with amount does not exceed  6000  Euro for  EU  preferential  origin items, { 4830 GBP , 45600 DKK , 55000 SKR }, the declaration  shall  include the following information :

- Place and date.

- Signature
- Name of signatory { The signature must be followed by the name of the   

  signatory in clear script }

- Company name.

  Export declaration should be typed or hand written in printed  

  characters in ink.

Please instruct your vendors to act accordingly, and make sure that shipments are accompanied by these documents, to avoid problems with customs authority ,delay in custom clearance and extra storage

expenses.

PLEASE CHECK THAT EACH AND EVERY INVOICE DECLARATION ON COMMERCIAL INVOICES GOING TO ISRAEL, CARRY THE RIGHT DECLARATION.

Invoice Declaration 

EU Israel Association Agreement

Article 22 of the agreement specifies the conditions for making out an invoice declaration 

1. An invoice declaration as referred to in Article 17(1)(b) may be made out: 

(a) by an approved exporter within the meaning of Article 23; 

(b) by any exporter for any consignment consisting of one or more packages containing originating products whose total value does not exceed EURO 6000.

2. An invoice declaration may be made out if the products concerned can be considered as products originating in one of the Parties and fulfill the other requirements of this Protocol.

ANNEX  IV

Text of the invoice declaration

The invoice declaration, the text of which is given below, must be made out in accordance with the footnotes. However, the footnotes do not have to be reproduced.

English text

The exporter of the products covered by this document (customs authorization No ...(1)) declares that, except where otherwise clearly indicated, these products are of ...(2) preferential origin.

French text

Footnotes 

1 When the invoice declaration is made out by an approved exporter, the authorisation number of the approved exporter must be entered in this space. When the invoice declaration is not made out by an approved exporter, the words in brackets shall be omitted or the space left blank.

2 Origin of products to be indicated. When the invoice declaration relates in whole or in part, to products originating in Ceuta and Melilla, the exporter must clearly indicate them in the document on which the declaration is made out, by means of the symbol "CM".

3 These indications may be omitted if the information is contained on the document itself.

4 In cases where the exporter is not required to sign, the exemption of signature also implies the exemption of the name of the signatory.
